CONVENTION RULES
The Chair introduced Jan Johnson, Lambda Eta, Franklin, IN Chairman of the Standing Rules and Convention Rules Committee. Jan read the Convention Rules and moved that they be adopted.

STANDING RULES 
There was one piece of legislation introduced for the change of Theta Province Standing Rules. Jan Johnson, Lambda Eta, Franklin, IN gave the report of the Standing Rules Committee. 
Amendment 1: Article II - Province Convention
Present Wording: 2. Voting members shall consist of the Chapter delegates, Province Chairman, Past Province Chairmen for ten (10) years following their serving as Province Chairman, Past National Presidents and Honorary Members of the Province.
Proposed Wording: 2. Voting members shall consist of the Chapter delegates, Province Chairman, Past Province Chairmen for five (5) years following their service as Province Chairman, Past National Presidents and Honorary Members of the Province.
Rationale: With the amount of chapters we have in our Province, allowing so many Past Province Chairmen to vote reduces the voting power of the delegates. Depending on attendance at any given Province Convention, there could be more Past Province Chairmen and Past National President votes than Delegate votes.

There was not a ⅔ vote in the affirmative and the amendment was not adopted.

Kim Hart, Chairman, Lambda Theta, Martinsville, IN gave her report on behalf of the members of her committee. Three projects were submitted for consideration:

Theta Province Standing Rules state that, in the event there is more than one proposed Philanthropy Project, a ballot vote shall be taken. There were three choices on the ballot.  Indiana Donor Network Foundation, SAWS and Teachers Warehouse.  
 
A motion was made by Kelley Kopitzke, Theta Eta, Seymour, IN to split the money three ways. Motion was seconded by Cindy Brooks, Zeta Lambda, Shelbyville, IN. The motion passed.
 
There were 22 possible votes. Indiana Donor Network Foundation received 5, SAWs received 8 votes, Teachers Warehouse received 1 vote, and the option to split the money between the three projects received 8 votes. Theta Province Standing Rules state that a majority vote is required to determine the yearly Theta Province Philanthropic Project. If a majority vote is not received, then the top two must be voted on a second time. The top two were voted on again. The option to split the money between the three projects received majority vote. The Theta Province Philanthropic Project for 2025 is to split the money.

Other donations to the Philanthropy fund in the amount of $410 bring our donation to $1,100.00.
 
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES
The Chair presented officers giving reports from National Committee Members. Evonne Albert, Chairman of the Board of Trustees and the Theta Province Assigned Officer talked about the printed information from National in the delegate packets. 
 
Junior Cruea, National Secretary, gave the 2024-2025 Annual Report of the National Philanthropy Committee. 
 
Dana Anderson, Secretary Board of Trustees, gave the 2025 National Philanthropy Committee Province Presentation.
 
Marcia Swift, Delta Home Board Member, gave the Delta Home report.  
 
Evonne Albert, Chairman of the Board of Trustees reported for the Theta Province Expansion and Growth. Four chapters had the growth of one new member: Eta Kappa, Brookville, IN; Eta Beta, Odon, IN; Theta Zeta, Seymour, IN; and Zeta Lambda, Shelbyville, IN.
   
Following lunch, workshops were held by the National Officers in attendance.
 
After the workshops attendance was taken to determine the chapter receiving the Traveling Banner. Theta Zeta, Seymour, IN won with 81.8% of members in attendance.

MaryLynn Winslow, Nu Tau, Greenwood, IN presented a 70 year recognition to Shirley Green of Nu Tau, Greenwood, IN.
